Consequently, he
suggested deletion phrase "act of grace without reference ques-
tion legal 1lab111ty FEmbassy officer replied since this es-
sential point in US note unlikely it could be deleted Nakagawa
then inguired whether either phrases "act of grace" or "question
of legal 1iability" might not be deleted gince one implied other.
He also proposed deletion of phrase "out of humane consideration"
because it would lack appeal to Japanese public, and ralsed
doubt as to advisability of term "relief and rehabilitation”
It believed, however, suggested deletions motlvated by Jépanese
de51re avoid any phraseology consistent with "act .of grace" or
"question of legal ligbility".

Although Foreign Office not yet prepared make firm counterproposals
on language in texts, Embassy would apprecilate guldance points out-

lined above since they may be raised again.

However, he did agree that it would be useful for preliminary
discusslons to be held, particularly with the Cabiunet sub=-
committee which has been set up to consider defense problems,
This group is made up of the Foreign Minister, Defense Minlster,
Floance Minister, Minister of International Trade and Tndustry,
and the Chairman of the Hconomic Council Board. I am lnviting
all of these gentlemen to luncheon with Admiral Radford while
hé 18 here, together with General Hull 'and the heads of the
three services in Japan, as well as Meyer of FOA and senlor
Embassy officers. Shigwitsu expressed the hope that at this
mee bing ard subsequent meetings with General Hull and the
Embassy that we would speak most frankly and unrestrainedly

to these winisters. Shigmitsu said he himself understood the
oversll prcblem but he believed that considerable education is
neaded by some of the other ministers. :

At the end of our meeting I raised the qusstion of the present
governuent's attitude toward the Communist bloc. I sald that
we had noted with interest the various officlal statements he

anC. the Prime Minister had made and I hed also been pleased to
receive informal assurances on this matter from Kishl and Tani,

but that I would like to get the Foreigr Minister's own private
resction. Shigmiten said that 1t was wost flwportant frow the polnt
of view of public opinion in Japan not (repeat not)- to block

off Red China in a watertight compartmert, and that the purpose

of ‘the present government's statements snd actions in easing
restrictions on travel and trade was to make 1t possible for

the .people of Japan to see for themselves what the situation is.

Also he felt 1t would contribute to under-cutting that por-
tion on anbl-American opinion which blames. the Unlted States
for the Japanese not (repeat not) being able to have any sort
of contact with what they consider a most important Asiatlc
neighbor. Shigmitsu sald in the most solemn and apparently
sincere manner that there was no (vepeat no) intentlon on the
part of the government by anything It was dolng, to weaken the
bonds with the United States; on the contrary, it was his de-
sire and that of the government to do everythlng possible %o
atrengthen those bonds., Shigumitdu went on to say that there
were no (repeat no) concrete plans in belng for regularizing
or officially sponsoring relstions with the Communist bloc and
w3 G232 roz (repeat now) see any such offleial measures belng
taken. However, he did say definitely that if at any tlwe the
government did consider concrete plans for regularizing 1is
relations with Red China, it would first consult the United

States,

T thanked the Torelgn MInlster for his cordial greeting and
frark discussion and sald that I too hoped bonds between our .
countriss could be strengbthened. With respect to the specific
itezs mertioned in his wemorandum, I sald [ would be glad to
discuss them at an early date with My, Tani. The photographers
